SCHOOL FEE EXEMPTIONS
The GDE has drawn up policies concerning School Fee Exemption but they do not provide funding for those children who are granted an exemption.  Parents who pay are funding those who apply for school fee exemption.

The school has also drawn up regulations concerning school fee exemption.

· Grandparents who live in the area looking after grandchildren cannot apply for an exemption.

· Any false information given, the exemption will be declined as we do a thorough investigation for each exemption application.

· Cannot apply for an exemption on an incurred debt.

You may contact the office for Application Forms. Full Disclosure is required and a Credit Check may be conducted when you apply.
You need to provide the following documentation.

· Combined annual gross income (Salary Slips provided)

· Money received from investments (Provide documentary proof)

· Profit gained from any form of business (Provide documentary proof)

· School fee amount for the applicant’s child at school.

· Additional Monetary contributions paid by a parent in relation to a learner’s attendance of, or participation in any programme of a public school.

It is important to note that this form has to be completed every year for a child as financial situations change.

The opening date is the 1st November 2020 and the closing date is the 31st January 2021 for 2021 exemptions.

The forms must be collected from the office and returned to the office.  if you are unsure on how to fill the form in correctly you may ask the office for assistance.
The forms must be returned to the office by you personally.  DO NOT send them with your child.  You must ask for a receipt proving that you handed in the form yourself.

Each form is considered individually, thoroughly investigated, then using a formula provided by the GDE it is worked out whether you qualify for a total or partial exemption.
